SURPRISE DEVELOPMENTS AT THE GEODIS SITE

The current housing crisis has caused the developers of the sheltered housing project to
pull out of the GEODIS development. Golden Living were planning to build a block of
apartments for older people and couples but have now abandoned their plans. Adrian Sail
of Strawsons who own the entire site told me that, “We shall not now be looking for
another developer of the site until the supermarket and parking have been completed.
Then we shall actively market it, perhaps in the New Year. It could be for more shops, or
more residential properties or amenities like a doctors’ surgery.

There are no such anxieties with the supermarket which they plan will be open by
Christmas. Of course it is not certain whether it will open with a Somerfield badge or a
Coop logo on the front, since the sale of Somerfield to the Coop is still going through the
Monopolies Commission, “but open for business it certainly will”, says Adrian Sail.

As fTar as parking is concerned, the supermarket does not intend to charge, so that makes
50 free places close to the town centre available for shoppers. Roger Watkins

PLANNING MATTERS

Howden Civic Society is very alert to the necessity of
preserving Howden’'s heritage while being conscious of the
value of progress and change

We are one of the organisations that receive information
about planning applications and as such we are able to make
ERYC aware of our opinions, Sue Chapman is our
representative for planning matters therefore, she attends
meetings of the new ERYC design Panel and planning sessions
of the Howden Town Council on our behalf.

The current down-turn in the housing market has naturally affected Howden. Site-clearing
appears to have stopped on the area north of Station Road, known locally as the ‘Howden
500'. George Wright, the consultant for the consortium of builders concerned, will be
addressing our meeting in September so we should be at the forefront of information.
Work is taking place on the building of the new supermarket in Hailgate,.. (see above for
news about the sheltered accommodation). However, plans for building houses there have
not yet been passed by ERYC. An application was made to build 9 dwellings on the site of
the Mill Yard, Marsh End, but that was refused. ERYC also refused an appeal to convert
out-buildings to a Children’s Nursery at The Knoll, Boothferry Road.

The committee of the Civic Society has been involved as consultees with ERYC's plans to
amend the Conservation Area in Howden. The final proposals should be available for
consultation soon. We have also been involved in responses to the East Riding Local
Development Framework, and look forward with interest to the final version, which will
affect developments in Howden for several years.

At the time of writing there has been no decision on the proposals for 10 Wind Turbines
at Sixpenny Wood. Sue Chapman

The Civic Society Committee has taken a view on all these plans and has endeavoured to combine understanding of the desire for
progress with the need to respect the history of the area The attitude of the Society is that planners should be aware of the
guidelines for buildings and alterations inside the Conservation area and conform to the Boothferry Plan and Howden Design Statement
if outside it.



THE YORKSHIRE FLAG

Two Society Members became involved in recent ceremonies marking the formal registration of
the design of the Yorkshire Flag.

The white rose on a blue background has been
in use for many years, and flown with pride on
the 1°" August each year. But, would you believe,
flying that flag on a flagstaff required planning
permission unless the design is registered
nationally.. As a result the Yorkshire Ridings
Society had the design registered on the 19"
July this year and planned to carry the full-size
flag on foot from Hull to York. Ann and Bernard
Nield were members of the walking group, all
drawn from the ‘Walking the Way to Health’
scheme in this area.

On Tuesday 29 July the Lord Mayor of Hull sent off
the walking group who carried the flag the 16 miles to
Holme on Spalding Moor, filmed live on lunchtime Look
North TV, finishing that day at Cottingham. Returning
next day they completed another 19 miles to the
suburbs of York. On Friday 1°* August the flag was
paraded into York and carried round the walls.

At each of the four principal bars the Declaration of
Yorkshire Integrity was read- in Latin, Norse, Old
English and Modern English, effectively celebrating the
ridings and their unity as Yorkshire. The final ceremony
was held in St Sampson’s Square, graced by the singing
of ‘llkla Moor'.

It all added up to a unique experience, but 1 confess
that for e the most entertaining part was the one
occasion when the Declaration was read in Yorkshire
dialect beginning

KEN POWLS RECEIVES AWARD

Here we were gathered in the imposing building on Euston Road, immediately opposite Euston
station, attending the Local History Day organised by the British Association for Local History
(BALH) In the vast auditorium of Friends House which has played host to many noisy meetings of
political dissent, we were on this occasion well behaved and keenly looking forward to seeing Ken
Powls, perhaps the most distinguished and certainly the most senior member of the Civic Society,
receive one of BALH's awards for Personal Achievement in Local History

We had put forward Ken’'s name in a state of some uncertainty since we were not sure quite what
was involved in winning an award and this was the first time we had done it. Imagine our delight
when we received a letter from Dr Jane Howells, the BALH Awards Secretary, advising us that it
had been agreed that Ken would indeed receive an award and thanking us “for sending in the
nomination, it is clearly a well-justified award.”

Immediately we decided that we must go and support Ken on the great day. The published
programme revealed what distinguished company he would be keeping. Among the other recipients
listed was one from Bedfordshire “for promoting, writing, collecting and cataloguing the history of
Ampthill; providing inspiration and guidance to successive generations of local historians”. Another
was for a founder member of Banbury Historical Society; generous with his knowledge and
encouragement to others”.

Ken’'s citation however was clearly there for all to see as well and it made us proud in its dignity
and simplicity,

“Kenneth Powls, East Riding of Yorkshire: for bringing the past alive to the communities of
Howdenshire through a lifetime of research, recollection and writing.”
And what pride the members of his family ‘
present there must have felt when Ken was
handed the scroll signifying the award. They
were there in the audience, easily the largest
support group for any recipient, clapping and
cheering, young and old.

It was a great day for history and for Howden.

AN ENTREPENEUR IN HOWDEN

(Continuing from the article ‘AN APPRENTICE CORDWAINER IN 1841 published in the Sep 2007
newsletter from our very own award winning historian!)

The year is 1864. It is now 25 years since | last wrote about Howden and my family. Since that
article 1 finished my apprenticeship as a cordwainer with Mr Moody of Bridgegate and then
established my own business at my house with a workshop at the rear in Dyson Terrace, Hailgate.
However, as bicycles were becoming popular 1 then moved to No 9 Churchside where 1 could carry
on my cordwainer business but also open the front room as a bicycle shop. In 1846 when | was 25 1
married Mary Coggrave of Seaton Ross but as yet we have no children. To conclude my family
history my father Thomas gave up his job as landlord of the Black Horse Public House, now
renamed the Waterloo, No 12 Bridgegate, and he moved to Portington where he was a Methodist
lay Reader.

Now to what has been happening in the town since my last report of 1841, 25 years ago. About 10
years ago my grandparents’ house, next to my house in Churchside, was pulled down and the Town
Hall was built there. This seems to have many uses. The large upstairs room is the Court House
where the JPs hear the charges. On the ground floor the space is divided between the Mechanics
Institute which has a library and a reading room where people who cannot afford to buy the daily
papers can read them for free. At the western end of the building is a separate room with a
separate entrance which is open once a week as a Savings Bank.

Another more recent development is the building of the new vicarage, only last year, which has
completely altered the courtyard of the Bishops Manor in which the vicarage has been built. A wall
has now been built from the entrance to the vicarage down to the Ashes which completely divides
the courtyard and whereas the path to the Ashes was across the courtyard, under Langley's Arch
and so down to the Ashes now you go straight down beside the new wall, past the Palace and into
the Ashes opposite a new building, partly stone and partly brick, which takes you across the moat
and into the Orchard. The previous fruithouse with a drawbridge and 2 sluices opposite the old
entrance has been demolished.

The people have now got used to the Catholic Church built about 12
years ago on the corner of Knedlington Road and Buttfield Lane
| but some of the older people still talk of its consecration when the
town watched the procession from their temporary base in St
o John Street to the church.
: We, as worshippers at St. Peters Church, have now got used to the
g8 old South Porch now being the Vestry, to the screens set up in the
— crossing and the floor raised for the altar. We have to accept that
we cannot now walk from the north to the south transept.
This year, 1864, has been a wonderful year for the town, and the year which we have all looked
forward to, since, some years ago, it was announced that the Great Yorkshire Show would be held
here. Many buildings have been spruced up and, in anticipation of the number of visitors which
would be staying, both the Wellington and the Bowmans have been enlarged.l was always interested
in confectionary and I advertised in the paper that on show day I was putting a meal on next door
in the Town Hall for 200 people. This meant that 1 was unable to visit the Show because I was
preparing the meal that I had advertised, but everyone has said what a wonderful exhibition it was
to see all the Manchester Horse Omnibuses with their constantly travelling through the town
taking and bringing passengers to the show from Howdendyke where the Steam Empress had
brought people from the villages along the river. But I am told this was a small number compared
with those plying from the Show Ground to North Howden Railway Station. It was like the centre
of London.

The Show was held in the grounds of Howden Hall with entrances at the Lodge, Wood Lane, and on
Flatgate. I was told that there was a steam traction engine there which had towed a threshing
machine from Hull at 5 mph and another popular exhibit was a portable gas works. Last week it was
reported in the Goole and Marshland Gazette that 40,000 visitors attended the show. Ploughs and
implements took place in the field next to the showground.

Additional sidings were laid down at the railway station. There was a large dining pavilion 170ft by
50ft with refreshment booths. There were 102 exhibitors of implements. The British & Irish
Magnetic Telegraph Company had a permanent office in Howden and they extended their wires to
the Showground. 17 persons were apprehended for pick pockets. They were taken to Beverley and
placed in the House of Correction. Ken Powls

At fairly short notice we decided to hold an exhibition on Saturday, 28 June in the vacant shop in
the Market Place opposite the Shire Hall. We focused on the theme of

What has Conservation Done for Howden?

as this is very relevant to various schemes and developments getting under way.

We had maps and displays on the listed buildings in the parish, plus exhibitions by conservation
staff at East Riding council on the new conservation partnership and funding scheme, together
maps from the consortium working up proposals for North Howden showing how the town has
developed over the last couple of hundred years. We also had information from the Victoria
County History project (see article page 13) and information on the ‘Howdenshire Island’ project
initiated through Howdenshire Forward.

Although leaflets were delivered to most of the listed buildings in the town, as well as many other
premises in the town centre, the response was disappointing — even the offer of free liquorice
allsorts did not tempt passers by! The society believes that many people are interested in
conserving the best of what Howden has on offer but they need to ensure that the agencies and
developers know!

Our thanks go to the owner of the shop in the Market Place and Screetons for allowing us to use
the shop window and interior during the week, and for the support of colleagues from the various
agencies mentioned.

The Society’s efforts have been judged as an entry for The Peter Spawforth Award along with
some thirty or so other societies involved in the week, though at the time of writing the results
are not yet known. We also had a volunteer judge visiting projects and activities in Scarborough
and Huddersfield which was an interesting experience and shows the enormous range of work that
the societies do round the region.

VICTORIAN COUNTY HISTORY

The Victoria County History was founded in 1899 and
VICTORIA w% dedicated to Queen Victoria. The famous red books, now
totalling over 200 volumes from most counties in England,
COUNTY g ov o> I =g
provide an invaluable resource for everyone interested in
HISTORY % local history.

Almost a full century ago, the first general volumes appeared on Yorkshire, and more than 800

parishes and townships in the East Riding and North Yorkshire have been included in volumes to
date. Seven volumes are currently published for the East Riding, and today the VCH is actively
researching and writing more red volumes in the East Riding.

David and Susan Neave's Volume VII11 on East Buckrose, focusing on Sledmere and the six
neighbouring parishes, will be available from late October 2008. Volume IX focuses on Driffield,
Elmswell, Little Driffield and Kellythorpe, and has an expected publication date of 2009.

As the recently appointed County Editor for VCH in the East Riding, 1 will be working on Volume X,
focusing on Howdenshire. This volume will include the parishes of Howden, Barmby Marsh,
Blacktoft, Eastrington, Laxton and Newport. These parishes include the townships of Scalby,
Bellasize, Gilberdyke, Portington and Cavil, Asselby, Balkholme, Belby, Kilpin, Knedlington, Skelton,
Thorpe, Laxton, Cotness, Metham, Saltmarshe, Yokefleet and Newport.

Research undertaken in 2007 by Dr Briony McDonagh largely focused on mapping parish and
township boundaries, settlement form and land use. My first month in post has been spent
familiarising myself with the collections of the archives at Beverley, Durham and York.

I am enjoying my early days of research on Howdenshire, and 1 am particularly pleased to be
researching the history of the county in which 1 live.

I am looking forward to coming to the Howden Civic Society meeting on 7*" January 2009 to
provide you with an update on my research, and to suggest ways in which you might like to help me.
